[image: image1.png]Changes to a student’s SLP may only be made with the written consent of the School Board
and in consultation with parents/guardians. In the event that a student misses a scheduled
SES session, a make-up session may be scheduled. The parent/guardian must be notified in
writing 72 hours prior to the make-up session date(s) and the make-up session date(s) shall be
reflected in the student’s Progress Report. Any make-up session must be scheduled within 60
days of the missed session and may not occur after the last day to provide services as
specified in Section IV. A. The Provider shall not unilaterally terminate an SLP. The
Provider must obtain written authorization from the School Board before terminating an SLP
and parents/guardians shall not be charged for any services rendered under the SLP unless
such services and charges are clearly identified in writing as additional services independent
